INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

STEP 1

To function properly, the center of 
the rear canister must reside over 
the rear burner. Use the extension 
bars to position the center of the 
rear canister over any portion of 
the rear burner.

STEP 3

Align the hole in the main unit (A) 
with the hole on the extension 
bar (C) to best position the rear 
canister over the rear burner. 
Insert bolt (D) through aligned 
hole, fasten with hex nut (E), and 
tighten with tools.

STEP 4

Raise the entire assembly (A+C) 
and attach to wall bracket (B). 
Secure with wing nut (F), making 
sure the end of the extension bar 
is flush against the wall bracket. 

INSTALLATION IS COMPLETE.

STEP 2

For new installations, follow steps 
1 – 7 of the instructions included 
with purchased Microhood 
products.  

NOTE: If units have already been 
installed, do not remove the wall 
bracket (B). Loosen the wing nut 
(F) until main unit (A) is free from 
wall bracket.
